Typed Outline Reminders

· Use Times New Roman and a 12-point type

· Use 1” margins and double-space the entire outline; and

· Use MLA heading on the first page of the paper with headers on all pages.

· Do not write in complete sentences

· Make sure your outline is parallel

      Parallelism - How do I accomplish this?

Each heading and subheading should preserve parallel structure. If the first heading is a noun, the second heading should be a noun. Example:

	Good Example:
